Now sometimes this is lost inadvertently by when the truck
goes in for repair, it may be lost out of the glove compartment.
Somebody may use it for...a piece of scrap paper and they
neglect to replace it when the vehicle is put back into
service. Now the Act further reads that any person guilty
of not causing to be displayed a copy of his certificate,
permit, or registration may, in any hearing concerning such
violation, be excused from payment of the penalty. While
this is fine, but in most cases they don't excuse them. Even

after they go in and show that they have a valid certificate

' or registration or permit, they are still fined. Now what
