Mr. President and members of the Senate. I rise to support
Senator Netsch in this proposition. I have looked at the various
numbers of boards, advisory, et cetera, re...relating to the
Board of Mental Health and as many of you know, there was a bill
introduced this year which would have combined all of them. I think
probably it is a subject that might well have waited for some in-
depth look during the reqular session rather than now, but we
are here with the bill today. It is quite possible that in the
next session we will indepth look at the entire question and we may
consolidate many of these areas. There are private niches here or
there and maybe we ought to consolidate all of them, but until
that happens, I think that this legislation ought to be passed.
There is a board, there is a need for it and I earnestly solicit
your vote.

I rise in
opposition to this bill. Since 1967, which was my first year
in tﬁe General Assembly, we were told that next year we're going
to have the plan from this Mental Health Planning Board.

Each year in Appropriations Com-
mittee, and I've served on Appropriations each year since I've
been here, we're told next year. In committee again this year, we
were told next year and I'm‘just getting tired of waiting for
something to come out of this Commission this year instead of
next year and as far as I'm concerned next year has arrived and
I urge a no vote on Senate Bill 1280.

And, I would like to call attention just to one as-
pect of its responsibility which must be carried out and which
is going to leave a very serious gap if the Mental Health Plan~
ning Board is not continued and funded.

And
Dawn, Senator Netsch, their basis for testifying against it was
that they already have the power to proceed to try to impose some -
type of registration on those hazardous substahces that have been
causing such tremendous anxiety throughout the State of Illinois,
especially when there's a leakage in a tank or some form of
detrimental activity occurs. Well, the Environmental Protection
Agency after two years of addressing ourselves to this particular
. problem by le...attempted Legislative action Qaé.yet to make any
meaningful steps along this particular area of need for the State
of Illinois. Now, I'm not going to go so far as to say that EPA
is, you know, totally dropping the ball, but I feel, as a member
of this Genéral Assembly and representing the Attorney General

in that attempted move and registration of hazardous substances
and & lack of support from EPA, that they have some meaningful
commitments that they've got to make to the State of Illinois along
this particular line and I hope, Senator Netsch, that tﬁe millions
of dollars that are being appropriated for their ope;ations will
allow them within the next year to make some meaningful strides
for the security of the people of State of Illinoié. Thank you,
Mr. President. b

Thank‘you, Mr. President, Senators. In connection Qith
the House Joint Resolution Constitutional Amendment No. 7, passed
last year by this Body in which will go on the ballot in Novem-
ber.changing the gubernatorial veto power from what is now to
in effect matters of form technical changes. It's necessary that
a mailing be sent out by thé Secretary of State and as soon as
possible containing a brief explanation of the amendment and a

brief...brief argument for and against. And, this is the reso-

lution which establishes the committee to prepare those explana-

tions and I would move for its adoption.

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :

Further discussion? Senator Glass...Glass moves the adop-

“tion of HJIR 105;A All those in favor will signify by saying Aye.
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Opposed. The resolution is adopted. HJR 93, Senator Harber Hall.
SENATOR HALL:

Mr. President, HJR 93 proclaims that the general...it's the
sense of the General Assembly that the proposed reduction of
railroad éervice, as outlined by the Department of Transportation
in Washington, would be damaging to the economy of the State of
Iliinois and should not be implemented. I think we should ex-
press this sentiment and I move adoption of this Joint House Re-
solution.

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :

Further discussion? Senator Harber Hall moves the adoption
of HJR 93. All those in favor will signify by saying Aye. Op-
posed. The resolution is adopted. Senator Rock would you want
to go to the order of consideration postponed and take Senate
Bill 145972 Senate Bill 1459.

SENATOR ROCK: -

Thank'you, Mr. President and ladies and gentlemen of the
Senate. Senate Bill 1459 is the bill which exempts the Capitol
Development Board from the purview of the Act which punishes
officers for failing to obtain title of property upon which pub-
lic money is spent. There was, I was told, some misinformation;
the amendment which was put on was at the request of the Office
of the Attorney General. There really should not be any objec-
tion to this bill as the Capitol Bond Board people are doing this
now with regard to localﬁschool districts and I would urge favor-
able action. .

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR):

President Harris.

SENATOR HARRIS: .

I just want the members of th’'s side of the aisle to know
that the objections that were raised by the Attorney General

were cured in the amendment and although that should have been

" evident yesterday the line of communication failed and the objec-

tion was still in existence insofar as this side of the aisle
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is concerned from the communication from the Attorney General.
That problem has been cured, we now have no objection to this
bill and I would urge the members of this side of the aisle to
support the passage of Senate Bill 1459. .
PRESIDING bFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :

Further discussion? The question is shall Senate Bill 1459
pass. On that guestion, those in favor will vote Aye. Those
opposed will vote Nay. The voting is open. Have all voted who
wish? Take the record. On that question the Yeas are 54, the
Nays are none. Senate Bill 1459, having received the constitu-
tional majority, is declared passed.

10:30 tomorrow morning and that tomorrow we would have a session
that will not involve the requirement for the members to be in
attendance but the Leadership would be here to receive messages
and process the advancement of noncontroversial bills. I don't
know whether Senator Partee wants to respond to this, I have not
discussed this procedure with him privately, but I just make the
point that perhaps he should acknowledge that the...his approval
of that procedure.
PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :

Senator Partee.
SENATOR PARTEE:

Yes, I certainly do and I would tell you that our trip to
the House was very fruitful except that I got‘a call from the

Minority Leader who said that he thought it was nice that we
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didn't say hello to him over there and it just let's you know,
you can't win them all.
SENATOR HARRIS @

Mr. President, did you say that...that the members on both
sides of the aisle were wonderful and magnificent, is that what
you said?

I said that this Body was magpificent yesterday in the way
it responded to its work responsibilities.

particularly proud of the fact that there were thirty of us here
when we adjourned last night.

-Well, that's what I thought you said, Mr. President, and
I took a quick survey as you were talking and we all agree with
you. . Thank you.
PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :
