PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR DONNEWALD) :
Senator. Harber Hall.
SENATOR HALL:

Mr. President, this bill just introduced is an approach to
Senior Citizen Property Tax Relief and it's rather comprehensive in
nature. I think it bears the scrutiny by all members of the House,
aiong the same lines that a previous bill introduced and discussed
yesterday would have. And I would ask for unanimous consent to
suspend the rules and place this bill in a position for a Committee
of the Whole to scrutinize on Tuesday, February 5th.

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR DONNEWALD) :

Senator Rock.

SENATOR ROCK:

Well, I would point out that this is not a Reqular Session
in...insofar as we've advised thé membership that it would be in
the order of a Perfunctory Séésion. And it just seems to me that
that kind of motion, frankly, is out of order. I;'for_one, would
object.

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR DONNEWALD) :

Senator...Senator Harber Hall.
SENATOR HALL:

Well, Mr. President aﬂd fellow Senators, I would recall for
you who are serving, the few of you here, who are serving from the
last Session and last yea£ that several and primarily two individual
pieces of legislation‘were discussed and éimultaneously and together.
One, more or less, a Repuﬁlican proposal and one, primarily, a
Democrat approach to Senior Citizen Tax Relief. I believe that...
that Qe should continue this process of taking the best efforts of
both sides in this case since it is divided up tﬁat way previously
and appears to this...at this time and...and let...let the entire
Body consider two well thought out proposals and...and see how they

can be improved individually and then decide which is the best in
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total for final approval. So, I would ask the Body to proceed
with placing this in a position of consideration next Tuesday,
and point out also at the same time that to my knowledge, this

is not a Perfunctory Session.

" PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR DONNEWALD) :

>Well, the...Senator Rock.
SENATOR ROCK:

Well, I don't think anybody is disagreeing about the fact
that there are certainly and can be alternatives to tﬁe guestion
of tax relief. What I am suggesting, however, is that you have
requested unanimous consent. I, for one, am goiﬁg to object. I
object.

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR DONNEWALD) :

I...I think that Senator Rock's point is well taken. Senator,
had the...had the proposition been put before the Body as of yes-'
terday, I think that your po;nt would be Qell taken. However,
being today and with the absehce very...the many absentees today,

I think it would be a little out of order to reéoghize your motion.
It is a Regular Session. This...I...I'm saying that I don't feel
that there are enough people present to act on your motion.

Senator Graham.

SENATOR GRAHAM:

I think where we really are here. It's not fault of those
who are here that those who are not here are absent. I think the
business before us is a motion made by Senator Hall. I think this
is nof, I don't think, I know, this is not a Perfunctory Session
and Senator Rock is within his prerogatives to object to the motion
made by Senator Hall. However, I think that Seﬁator Hall's thought
behind this is...should be well taken. The contents of Senator
Hall's bill were discussed last year at some great length because
they were proposed in a series of amendments to your 2715, I.believe,
Senator Rock. Now, gentlemen, let's don't get off to the bad

start of either of us being placed in a position that we are against

2. Relief. I happen to be in accord with the feeling ekpresséd in

8. tﬁis morning, we should take a look at in refergnce to where we're
9. going in this Senate, the 79th General Assembly, becaﬁse of the
10. attitude that seems to be starting to build and I think that the
11. people of the State of Illinois in our legislati§e districts during
12. the past several years and very heavily here in November addressed
';3' themselves to this kind of politics as usual. Now, .it should seem
14. to me rather obvious and I would think actually if you think about ~
15. it that it would seem obvious to you also that there can be more
16. than one approach to tax relief for the senior citizen and that
17. rather than ram something fo£'political purposes down .the throat
18. of...of this side of the aisle and bring it into position to shove
19. it down the throat of the Governor of the State of Illinois to
20. make your point that you, in fact, may win because you got the
21. troops to do it. But, I say to you that with this type of attitude,
22. you will, in fact, lose because you will alienate further tﬁe
23. people of the State of Illinois, not because tax relief is bad,
24. certainly, it's needed. It's badly needed, but this attitude is
25. not what the new business of politics sﬁould be. You know it and
26, I know it. Thank you.
