Well, I filed a fiscal note yesterday and I told thé sponsor
of that and I think in the next couple of days and weeks here, it
might be appropriate that when a fiscal note is filed that the
sponsor be notified. There is no present provision for doing so
and I think it would be appropfiate 50 that we could get on with
the business. We'll run into this time after time. The bill

comes up on 2nd reading, the sponsor is not aware of fiscal note

~and he will then lose 2 or 3 days. I don't think that's the

intention but I think you ought to extend the courtesy to the

sponsor, informing them that you have filed a fiscal note.

sponsor is not simultaneously'notified with the filing of that
notice the Chair is not going to honor it.
