Now, the;issue before us is, is Hhetherza
conmunit} that has a very safe vwater supply should be.
required to <chlorinate under duress from the EPA. In
discussing this issue with the State EPA director, Director
Carlson, we vwere able to arrive at an amendment which pro;

vides for an indemnification agreement for a public heaiinq
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notice which has resulted in their neutrality. I think that
this is a very healthy cosmpromise, and I think that this is a
very vise legislation that should not be subject to a par—
tisan matter.

Senator 5c§uneuan, that - is the language that the EPA
would like to have. Quite frankly, there is a risk beither
way. N¥ow, the risk is, is that you can see in the Illinois
Nataral Resources Department Study, which I'm holding here,
and would be happy to distribute copies, they're very repu—
table national studies that indicate nandatory chlorination.
is a . carcinogenic compound. And consequently, I think it's
highly questionable whether vwe should subject all water sup—
plies to it, particularly  those vwhere it's not necessary.

The EPA takes the different view, they believe that all
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chlorination should be required. This was part of the pact
of neutrality ﬁhét we arrived at. And, in fact,'as early as
a half an hour ago I discussed with Director Carlson removing
that sentence from the bill, and he.indicated that there were
strong views held by certain indiﬁiduals‘vithin his depart-
ment, and that he would feel better if we sent the bill at
least outAof the Senate with that lanquage intact. And in an
Vaitenpt to arrive. at a . comproaise that people could live
with, I -agreed to go ahead and do that. Frankly, I woﬁid
prefer we. were silent in that issue because there are very,
very good studies that run exactly the other wvaye.

SENATOR GITZ:

Well, no. But I*'d also like to point out, Senator
Schuneman, that many communities, including one in your own
area, Ashton, communities in oélefCounty like Oregon, Repre—
sentative Darrow 'has some in his area, have all looked at
this amendment,.they understand what the provisos are of it.

If, in
fact, the 6Grand Jury returns an indictment in a subsequent
offense, or a preliminary hearing indicates there is prima
" facie evidence that a...a felony has been committed, the
State or the judge on his own motion may...coumand the...the
appearance of the defendant and aay, ingfac:, revoke that
first bond. I think this is a step that's absolutely essen-
~ tial for the proper operation of criminal jurisprudence. I
think it will afford to the citizens of this State some ele-
ment of safety.énd protection that they do hot now, unfortun-
ately, énjoy. It wvas subject to a rather lengthy hearing in
the Senate Committee on Judiciary IX. I knov of 1no opposi-
tion, and I vouid arge your favorable suppor. fur Senate Bill
1575.

PRESIDING OPFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)
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_ Is there any discussion? Senator D'Arco.
SEEATOR DYARCO: .

Senator Rock, 1 just.;.I vas in committee when the bill
- was presented by you, and the.only*reservation I bave is, ii;
the bill it provides that if the defendant forgoes his right
to a preliminary hearing, in that situation, the  judge may
also revoke his bond although there would be no eiidence pre—
senteq to indicate  that the defendant did any Qroﬁg doing.

Historically, in 1957 there was a
fifteen hundred dollar threshold, in 1973, ten years ago, it

I undefstahd
there wmay be some...sonme continued discussion from the other
side of?the aisle. It's not my ameadment, it's administra—
tive...it's an administration amendment. MWy initial bill to

cut down the printing cost of the State of Illinois is still

on it, and I kind of -like the idea of getting up—to-date on.

I don't
know the ansver to that. Amendment ¥o. 1, 0o gquestion but
that we are raising the threshold om reporting requirements

for bidders with respect to those who have an interest in the
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bidding entérérise. Right now, if I bid on sonethinq ~in
which...or submit a bid ih.-.wiéh respect to something'I.have
" an interest, ifbit‘s over fifteen hundred, I've got to report
that. Now ve're raising that to five thousand. It may be a
good idea, I -just don't know why. Purthef, we are repealing
thé provision requiring the sellers to certify...the sellers,
tﬁe State vendors, those vﬁo sell to the State, to certify
that the goods; nerchandise, or se:vices provided to ' the
State have met all the standards as provided in the contract.
%#hy...why are wve doing that? There may be a good reason why

vere doing all this.. The problem is that these amendments

were adopted in the House by voice vote with no coamittee

approval. They are now over here, almost a year later, and
ve, apparently, are about to give them approval. I am...I
don't know why we just don't semd it back and tell the House,
you know, just considér this stuff, or we can consider it in
some other bill. I just doat't knéu why we're doing it, and I
for one don't intend to do it.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS) -

SENATOR GROTBERG:
