SENATOR GROTBERG:

On a point of personal privilege, Mr. President. While
there is a lull in the House, I thought it was...appropriate
to realize that the frustrations of the Legislature by the
Judicial process has again been brought into focus. I and
you, my colleagues in the Senate and House, have spent much
of our Legislative careers passing very constitutional laws
to guarantee that thousands of good State employees working
inside the walls of our State prisons would have the full
force of the law with them as they go about their daily work
in a very dangerous and violént setting. I speak of the
failure of the prosecution of the Pontiac rioters. My heart,
again, goes out to the families of the murder victims. 1It's
my intent to continue my efforts as a Legislator to find
statutory recognition for the giving of a life to the maniacs
under incarceration. And to statutorily give added adminis-
trative powers to the Department of Corrections and the
Courts to call off hopeless trials that benefit only the
attorneys all paid for...three or four million decllars of

the taxpayers money of the taxpayers of Illinois. And
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lastly, to begin once and for all, now, to build a small
maximum security prison to separate out the two to three
hundred murdering nuts from the general population of our
prisons. Yes, a garbage can for the rotten apples in the
general population is the only appropriate solution. Thank
you.
