Amendment No. 1 to Senate Bill 455, and I've discussed this
amendment with Senator Pate Philip, and...my conversation
with him is that...I don't think he's in agreement with this
amendment. However, the Legislative Committee...of the Illinois
Association of Chiefs of Police endorses the amendment to
Senate Bill 455. This amendment would give law enforcement
officers, in full time employment,...law enforcement officers,
in full time employment, of the State of Illinois or any
political subdivision the right to use instruments which
utilize voice waves for detecting deception without having to
be licensed as a polygraph examiner. Now, the chiefs of police
in the different districts in the State of Illinois have been
doing an outstanding job with this method. And to have licensed
polygraph detectors or exaﬁiners come in would be an additional
cost burden and also it would hamper the good job that the
chiefs of police throughout the State of Illinois are doing.
And all they are asking, in this amendment, for them to continue
to do what has been a successful practice. And I move for the
adoption of this amendment.

And I have...I want to thank Senator Sam for his
courtesy, but I might say this,...that trying to use a person's
voice to determine whether they're telling the truth or not
telling the truth is,...quite frankly, not a good practice.
It's not a sound practice, there is no special education involved,
no special qualifications involved. I certainly would resist
this amendment. It's not a good amendment and I would ask
the Senate...to turn this amendment down and...I'd ask for a
roll call, Mr. President.

Yes, Senator Vadalabene, what...for what purpose would
they use the information?

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Vadalabene.

SENATOR VADALABENE:

To see whether the person who is...is being tested, is
telling the truth or not.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Collins.

SENATOR COLLINS:

And...you are saying that you wouldn't want them to be
trained or licensed to do that?
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Vadalabene.

SENATOR VADALABENE:
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Those who already having...these in use are already trained
and licensed and there's no additional cost to our cities or
to our counties.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Collins.

SENATOR COLLINS:

Then I don't understand what...what the problem is if
they are already licensed,...
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Collins.

SENATOR COLLINS:

Trained by who?

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Vadalabene.

SENATOR VADALABENE:

They have...been trained by the people who have installed

these devices into these different areas of the State of Illinois.

What Senator...Pate Philip is doing, he wants to have this
group who has these detectors...be...have sole control and
have a licensing procedure so that they can sell this equip-
ment and also come in and have their own people give these
testings. Our chiefsbof police have their own...their own
staff and their own people who can give this without any cost.
All we're doing is letting some association or some group...
I forget...I don't know the name of the testing groups...and
...they're taking that authority_away from our local police
and giving it to someone else is the way I understand it.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Further discussion? Further discussion? Senator Philip,
second time.
SENATOR PHILIP:

I...I'm sorry, Mr. President, but at...at the present

time polygraph examiners are licensed by the State. They have
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to have a college degree, they have to pass a test. What
he is including, now...he wants to include with his amendment,
is anybody who is a police officer, and you could...you don't
even have to graduate from high school to be a police officer,
to include them in regards to determining by voice...by voice
whether you're telling the truth or not. And...and, quite
frankly, it's...it's a...it's not dependablg, it's not accurate
and...we should not include this...in the bill.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Vadalabene may close the debate.
SENATOR VADALABENE:

Yes. All I want to say is that Senator Pate Philip is
wanting to do the same thing that we're doing, only thing is
that the ones he wants to do have to be licensed and the ones
that we're...doing now, presently, very successful, are trained
to do it. And I move for the adoption of this amendment.
