Senate Resolution 252, offered by Senator Marovitz, congrat-
ulatory.

And Senate Resolution 254, offered by Senator Davidson and
all Senators, and it's a death resolution.

PRESIDING OFFICER; (SENATOR BRUCE)

Resolutions Consent Calendar. We will now go to the Order
of recalled bills. Senator Rock has had distributed upon your
desks a list of all the bills that will be recalled. The first
five or ten sponsors, so that you'll be aware that your bill
has had an amendment placed upon it are, Nedza, Nedza, Nedza,
Nedza, Bruce, Bruce, Maitland, Sangmeister, Bloom, Bloom, and
Rock. That will handle the first ten or so bills. House
Bill 109. Senator Nedza informs the Chair that Senator Berman
has an amendment, he is not here today, we will hold that,
Senator Berning, for a later date. We will get back to it.
Senator Nedza is...is...House Bill 112. Senator Nedza, you
do not wish to return? All right. The Secretary has amendments
on 112. 1If you're not going to offer it...the Senate sponsors
are not going to offer those...well, Senator Lemke, do you
withdraw your amendment? All right. And Senator Berman still
has an amendment down here. The Secretary cannot just dispose

of those without sponsors permission. 289, Senator Weaver, are
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you ready on your amendment? All right, Senator Rock asks leave
to return House Bill 289 to the Order of 2nd reading for purposes
of an amendment. Are there amendments, Mr. Secretary...is there
leave? Leave is granted. Are there ameridments, Mr. Secretary.
SECRETARY:

Amendment No. 2 offered by Senator Weaver.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Weaver is recognized.
SENATOR WEAVER:

Thank you, Mr. President. This amendment would provide
for retirement annuity for...participants with twenty years or
more service as a police officer. The formula provides for
retirement at age fifty with twenty-five years service, or at
age fifty-five with twenty years service. Retirement would be
computed - on the two and a gquarter percent of the final rate
of earnings for the first ten years, and two and a half on the
second ten years, and two and three-quarters for the years above
twenty years service, a maximum of seventy-five percent of salary.
The proposed increase...the rate would the...of the participants
would increase to eight percent on January lst, 1982. 1If there's
any questions, I'll be happy to try to answer them. Otherwise,
I would appreciate the adoption of the amendment.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Is there discussion? The motion is to adopt. All in favor
say Aye. Opposed Nay. The Ayes have it. Amendment No. 1l...
Amendment No. 2 is adopted. Further amendments?
SECRETARY:

No...Amendment No. 3 by Senator Berning.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Berning is recognized.
SENATOR BERNING:

Thank you, Mr. President. Ameridment No. 2...Ameridment No.

3 makes a small increase in the contribution of both the employer
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and the employee in those situations where there is early re-
tirement taken.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Excuse me. May we have some order, please. If we can take
our conferences off the Floor, we'll clear the aisles. We will
all take our seats...we can see Senator Berning. Senator Berning
on an explanation of Amendment No. 3 to House Bill 289.

SENATOR BERNING:

Thank you, Mr. President. Amendment No. 3 provides a very
small percentage increase in the amount to be contributed by the
employer and the employee in those cases where early retirement
is taken. With this small increase...

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

May we have some order, please. Senator Berning.
SENATOR BERNING:

Thank you. With this small additional increase in the
percentage of contribution, there would be no additional cost
incurred by the State. In its current condition, the bill would
actually cost, at least, two million dollars a year, it is projected.
So, in an effort to further prevent a worsening of our financial
situation, I offer Amendment No. 3. The cost per individual, or
employer is miniscule.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Demuzio.

SENATOR DEMUZIO:

Thank you, Mr. President. Senator Berning, will yéou yield
for a question?

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Indicates he will yield.
SENATOR DEMUZIO:

What is the contribution rate now to the...to the participant?
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR BRUCE)

Senator Berning.
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SENATOR BERNING:

It depends on the numbers of years still to be served. 1In
othef words, at age fifty-five the contribution would be thirty-
five percent, at age fifty-nine, seven percent. And my amendment
would change that seven percent to eight and one...B.4 percent.
A minimal increase in each one of these contributions, both by
the employee and by the employer. It has been estimated that
with this small increase, there would be actually no increased
cost, no loss to the State General Revenue Fund.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there further discussion? Senator Bruce.
SENATCR BRUCE:

I...I rise in opposition to Senator Bernindgs amendment. We
have worked on a compromise proposal on 289, I know that he would
like to add his amendment, I would like to run the bill without
the proposal. The bill in its original form dealt with merely
the allowance of people getting out on early retirement. We
worked out a compromise position, whichputs a fifteen percent
cap, there is no cost at all to the systems. The...we've been
very successful in the area of public school teachers. This
extends that program for early retirement to those at the senior
institutions of the State of Illinois, and they are very desirous
of this. They testified in committee for it, there was no dis-
cussion about any increase in gqualification. Less than six
percent of the teachers State-wide have taken advantage of it,
I'm sure the college professors, even a smaller percent. The...
the cost figures are just not there. This increases far more
than would be needed to sustain the...any additional cost to the
systems, and every system said they can handle it without any
increase. I would certainly oppose this amendment.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS) -
Is there further discussion? 1If not, Senator Berning may

close debate.
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SENATOR BERNING:

Well, thank you, Mr. President. I repeat, that every time
we make some additional concessions in any one of the systems
there is a cost involved. We ought to be concerned about the
mounting cost, and in this instance...by a very simple in-
crease, very nominal . increase in the amount of contribution
there will be no additionai debt involved by the system and the
State of Illinois. Anyone retiring under the proposal here,
is going to recover their contribution in the matter of a year
or two at the most. This nominal increése of...for instance,
instead of seven percent, 8.4 percent is practically nothing,
but enough to prevent a deterioration in the total amount. This
is an effort to stem the tide of loss to the systems. It should
also be done with the other systems where this is now a fact.
And I submit that the hime has come for us to attempt to make
these systems selfsupporting rather than continuing to deteriorate.
Mr. President, Amendment No. 3 is a defensible amendment, and
I would urge an Aye.vote.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator...Senator Berning moves the adoption of Amendment
No. 3 to House Bill 289. Those in favor indicate by saying
Aye. Those opposed Nay. The Nays have it. Amendment No. 3
is lost. Senator Berning requests a roll call. Will all the
Senators be in their seats. The gquestion is on the adoption
of Amendment No. 3 to House Bill 289, Those in favor will vote
Aye. Those opposed.will vote Nay. The voting is open. Have
all voted who wish? Have ali voted who wish? Have all voted
who wish? Take the record. On that gquestion, the Ayes are 22,
the Nays are 26, 1 Voting Present. Amendment No. 3, having
failed to receive a majority vote is declared lost.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

On the Order of Recalls, House Bill 293, Senator Maitland.

Senator Maitland.
SECRETARY:

Amendment No. 2 offered by Senator Maitland.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Maitland.

SENATOR MAITLAND:‘

Thank you, Mr. President, and Ladies and Gentlemen of the
Senate. House Bill 293 now contains a formula which increases,
by fifty percent, the mandate on driver's education, raising
that price ﬁrom fifty dollars to seventy-five dollars. We have
passed out of this Body legislation that changes the formula,
This formula is not consistent, guite frankly, it is more of
a mandate, it is not acceptable to me, and therefore, Amendment
No. 2 deletes the formula language that we have in House Bill
293. I would move for its adoption.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there any discussion? Senator Bruce.

SENATOR BRUCE:

I...I'd like Senator McMillan just to go through that
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explanation just...
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Maitland.

SENATOR BRUCE:

Maitland...Senator Maitland. They all look alike.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Maitland.

SENATOR MAITLAND:

I'm...I'm not sure I like that,Senator Bruce...I've got
more hair. Senator Bruce, we passed out of this Body in one
of those Senate Bills that had to do with driver's education,

a formula, which...okay.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there further discussion? If not, Senator Maitland moves
the adoption of Amendment No. 2 to House Bill 293. Those...
those in favor indicate by saying Aye. Those opposed. The
Ayes have it. Amendment No. 2 is adopted. 3rd reading. House
Bill 405, Senator Sangmeister. Read the bill, Mr. Secretary.
SECRETARY:

Amendment No. 6 offered by Senator Sangmeister.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Sangmeister.

SENATOR SANGMEISTER:

Mr. President, and members of the Senate. Amendment No.

6 would merely allow an individual who is in the business of
selling wild game to tag it on the outside of the parcel rather
than opening up a frozen package and having to tag each and every
bird that may be inside that frozen package. That's simply all
it does. It allows them toaffix the decal to the outside of the
package rather than to the leg of the animal. That's as simple
as it is. I move its adoption.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there any discussion? If not, Senator Sangmeister moves

Senator Bloom.

SENATOR BLOOM:

Let's...reconsider, and then let's withdraw the amendment,
and then get to the other...
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Demuzio moves to reconsider the vote by which
Amendment No. 1 was adopted.fo House Bill 411. Those in févor
indicate by saying Aye...for what purpose does Senator Weaver
arise?

SENATOR WEAVER:

Senator Bloom apparently doesn't like my amendment. I
thought it was a pretty good amendment. But the sponsor has
a right to put the bill in the shape that he desires. But if
it's the will of the Body.

PRESiDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Demuzio moves to reconsider the vote by which Amend-
ment No. 1 was adopted. Those in favor indicate by saying Aye.
Those opposed. The Ayes have it. The motion to reconsider pre-
vails. Now, Senator we have Amendment No. 1 in front of us, .
do you wish to proceed by bringing Huséther amendment in front of
us, and...Senator Demuzio.

SENATOR DEMUZIOQ:

I move to Table Amendment No. 1.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Demuzio moves to Table Amendment No. 1 to House Bill
411, Those in favor indicate by saying Aye. Those opposed. The
Ayes have it. Amendment No. 1 is Tabled. Motion in Writing.
SECRETARY:

Having voted on the prevailing side I move to reconsider
the vote by which Amendment No. 2 to House Bill 411 was adopted.
Signed, Senator Netsch.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)
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Senator Netsch.
SENATOR NETSCH:

Having voted on the prevailing side, I move to reconsider
the vote by which Amendment No. 2 to House Bill 411 was adopted.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

You've heard the motion. Is there any discussion? Senator
Mahar.

SENATOR MAHAR:

Yes, thank you, Mr. President, and members of the Senate.
Amendment No. 2 now, is the amendment that I placed on it, is
this correct? Thank you. Well, I rise in opposition to this
motion, Mr. President, and members of the Senate. And I...I
don't know, maybe I'm in the wrong line, but it just seems to
me what we're trying to do here, is we're trying to open up
public meetings to the public. We want the...public needs to
have the right to know, they want to know how money is beéing
spent in local government, Whether it be the municipality, the
school board, the park board, or whatever. And with the increasing
amount of collective bargaining that's going on at the local
level, and in view of the fact that it's recognized that that's
where the money is, and that's where the major part of our funds
are being spent, it just seems to me, that the public ought to
have the right to know, and they ought to have the privilege
of following the progress of collective bargaining. 'Cause we
often times know that the collective bargaining proeess can
last for months, and all we know is the final outcome. The
people...Mr. President, could I have a little order, it seems
to me that...

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Ladies and Gentlemen, we're debating now on a recall of a
Amendment No. 2 to House Bill 411, which deals with...with the
publics right to know. Could we have some order. Could we break

up those conferences. In the back...conferences here up on the
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front aisles. Could we have a little order back there. Senétor
Mahar.
SENATOR MAHAR:

Thank...thank you, Mr. President. Well, I'm...I'm amazed
at the press, and I'm really amazed at the press, because while
the press seems to want open meetings, they don't seem to want
them completely open. Because they've been running around - ..
talking about this particular amendment as being the amendment
that would kill the bill, that I'm out to kill the bill. I've
been working under open meetings since 1967 when Senator or
Representative Scariano first passed the Act. And it seems to
me, that maybe the Attorney General is looking for a plank in
his plaﬁform that is really a plank that may cave in on him,
because it doesn't really do what he wants to do. It seems to
me that the press ought to be behind this move, and if they're
so magnanimous, that they're going to want to have everything open
to the public, it ought to all be open to the public. I
resist this amendment being Tabled, and I would ask for your
support.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there further discussion on the motion? Senator Bruce.
SENATOR BRUCE:

Thank you, Mr. President. I...I'm not sure Attorney General
Rock has made this part of his platform in his campaign for
election, but I would think that it would be very wise to take
this out. Now, I'm not going to get into strong disagreement with
Senator Mahar. I think he...he has a...a...a reason for putting
this on, but I think that within a very short time, if you will
think about what we are about to do, every unit of local government
is going to be back in here wanting this exemption back in. I
don't want to have any kind of closed meetings except where
they're absolutely required for the conduct of business. And

I think Senator Mahar and.I just disagree mildly on...on this
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particular amendment. You cannot conduct collective bargaining
in the open, and this bill would require when you're going to
talk about your school superintendent, and the problems they've
had with him on his contract, to open up that whole business.
It would require that everytime you talked about your city manager,
any time you want to have disciplinary hearing with him, any
time you're going to discuss his operation...oh, I think, Senator,
it does, because when we start talking about collective bargaining
it's the hiring and firing of individuals. And I just don't
think that you want to get in to everytime you any kind of contrac-
tual talk, with any of your organizing groups, that that has
to be open. I don't think you want that, I know that you've
put the amendment, but I...I dare say that within a year, you'll
be back wanting the exemption. I think we ought just avoid that
hassle, this is putting a tremendous burden on cities and counties
and school boards throughout the State of Illinois. We...they
have worked under the Act since 1965 with collective lbargaining
arrangements excluded. And the purpose of the Attorney General's
bill as it's before us, is not to change that, but to improve it.
And this i1s a substantial change, a substantial alteration that
ought not to be in. If you would like to do this, I...you know,
we ought to debate on a separate bill, but not on Senator Bloom
and I's bill.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there further discussion? Senator Hall.
SENATOR HALL:

Well, I just want to ask for my edification, what amendment
are we voting on? Who's...who's amendment is it?
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Hall, we're on...voting on a motion to reconsider
Amendment No. 2 to House Bill 411. The motion was presented by
Senator Netsch. 1Is there further discussion? Senator...Senator

Berning.
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1. SENATOR BERNING:

2. Thank you, Mr. President. I just want to respond to Senator
3. Bruce when he says that collective bargaining is the hiring and
4. firing, that is absolutely and categorically untrue, as you know,
5, Senator Bruce., Collective bargaining is the whole working con-
6. ditions and compensations, but does not entail the actual hiring
7. of an individual or firing of an individual. I would like to
8. urge all of you to resist the amendment...resist the motion to
9. recall Amendment No. 2.
10. PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

11. Is there further discussion? If not, Senator Netsch may
12. close debate.

13. SENATOR NETSCH:

14. Thank you. I didn't even get to open it, as a matter of
15, fact. Let me explain briefly, I voted yes on the amendment,
16. and I know the argument...when it first came up. I know the
17. argument that can be made, that any collective bargaining

18. agreement obviously has a very large dollar impact,and so if
19. anything ought to be out in the open, that ought to be it.

20. Five minutes after I had voted Yes...and before anyone incidentally
2. talked to me about it, I filed a motion because I realized that
22, there is no way that you can reach resolution in collective

23, bargaining negotiations if it is being done with television

24. cameras and everything else shining in on it. That...it may
25, or may not be literally the decision of who will or will not

26 be fired in a very individual sense, as Senator Bruce was

27: suggesting, but it certainly does involve it in a very general
28. sense. And...and I just...it is not realistic, and it is not
29. even necessarily desirable for that kind of hard negotiation
30. to take place in a goddfish bowl, which it would if it were

31, subject to. the Open Meetings Act. I would like to say, also,
32 Senato; Mahar, that the other reason why I...I changed my mind

on this, is that if this amendment, if your amendment stays on,
33.
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I have a feeling that may be the end of this Open Meetings
Act, and I am strongly committed to the principle of open
meetings, and I don't want to see it unduly burdened with
something, that I think will, in fact, have that effect. That
is my reasoning, and I would renew my motion to reconsider.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

The motion is to reconsider the vote by which Amendment
No. 2 to House Bill 411 was adopted. Those in favor will in-
dicate by saying Aye. Those opposed. A roll call has been
requested. Those who wish to...reconsider the vote by which
Amendment No. 2 was adopted will vote Aye. Those opposed will
vote Nay. The voting is open. Have all voted who wish? Have
all voted who wish? Have all voted who wish? Take the record.
On that guestion, the Ayes are 31, the Nays are 24, none Voting
Present. The motion to reconsider carries. Senator Netsch.
SENATOR NETSCH:

I would then move to Table Amendment No. 2.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

All...you've heard the motion. All those in favor indicate
by saying Aye. Those opposed. A roll call has been requested.
All those in favor of Tabling Amendment No. 2 to House Bill
411 will vote Aye. Those opposed will vote Nay. The voting
is open. Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who wish?
Have all voted who wish? Take the record. On that guestion,
the Ayes are 35, the Nays are 19, none Voting Present. Amendment
No. 2 to House Bill 411 has been Tabled. Is there further
ameridments?

SECRETARY:

Amendment No. 3 by Senator Bloom.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Senator Bloom.

SENATOR BLOOM:

All right. That would be the...Kenny, is it the LRB amendment
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or the...
SECRETARY:

I on;y have the one, Senator Bloom.
SENATOR BLOOM:

Okay.
SECRETARY:

LRB - GMKAMO3.
SENATOR BLOOM:

Very good., This amendment addresses the problem that
was.raised in committee, and that is, what do you do with mun-

.

icipalities with a commission form of government, where you
have your councilmen basically wearing two hats, their
executive hat is the commissioner of the various department,
and their legislative hat as they deliberate. Basically, it
says that the Open Meetings Act does not prohibit the mayor
and the commissioners of the municipality organized, from

holding closed session to discuss matters related solely to

the excerise of their executive or administration responsibilities.

I would move its adoption.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR SAVICKAS)

Is there further discussion? Senator Mahar.
SENATOR MAHAR:

So, while it...it may not be
in...written the same way in the Statutes, it's an ordinary
function of local government when you have a mayor and a board
of trustees.

Senator Bloom.

Well, I'm reliantly informed and from what I've seen around
the district, you do have trustees that are chairmen of committees
that address that, but they're excerising their legislative
function, and not the unique executive function that commissioners
do in the commission municipalities.

that we've looked at vary by the degree of 1.5 percent

above and 1.4 percent below the...ideal population. Basically, the
would be...seventeen Chicago-dominated districts and forty-
two districts in the collar counties and downstate. The

legal descriptions drawn by the Reference Bureau are referenced
to census tracks as they existed...and as they are promulgaéed
by the U.S. Bureau of the Census as of April the 1lst, 1980

so that any municipal boundaries that are later referred to

by the State Board of Elections will be the boundaries as

they existed on April the 1lst, 1980 so that we don't run

into the same problems that we have for the last ten years

on municipal boundary changes. The amendment also provides
...that the State Board of Elections will have the respon=
sibility for converting these...census track descriptions

into physical real estate meets and bounds type descriptions.
The amendment does not, I repeat, does not describe any single
member House districts. There is shell language which pro-
vides that House districts one and two shall fall within the
first Senatorial district and so forth. The amendment further
provides for a lottery to provide for staggered terms for
members of the Senate. We simply update the entire process

by ten years from 1971 to 1981. The districts will be

thrown in a hat, the Secretary of State will pull out a...
segregate the districts into thirds so that there will be a
set of districts which has a two year term and two four year
terms, a set of districts which has a four year, two year and

four year term and then finally a set of districts which goes
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four, four and two. That, basically, is what Amendment No. 1
does. 1I'd like to adopt it on the bill, give you a chance to
look at it over...the weekend and I will promise to recall this
from 3rd to 2nd for the purposes of further amendments.
