Senator Philip, for what purpose do you arise?
SENATOR PHILIP:

Thank you, Mr. President, point of order. I mean, we had
Senator Etheredge seeking recognition and obviously he...
PRESIDENT:

He...he...he had received recognition and 1I...the Chair
ruled that his point was not well-taken. Now we continue with
our business.

SENATOR PHILIP:

I...I...I would respectfully suggest Rule No. 4, Mr,
President, and 1 would ask for a roll call.

PRESIDENT;

(Machine cutoff)...motion is shall the ruling of the
Chair be sustained. Those in favor of sustaining the rule
will vote Aye. Opposed will vote Nay. You just asked for a
roll call. What...what...what more do you want me to do
here? Senator Philip.

SENATOR PHILIP:
Well, I...I...Rule No. 4 specifically states that we go

back to the same point of business from previous day.
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PRESIDENT:

And Rule 38 says...if you'll read Rule 38, please.
(Machine cutoff)...understanding, Senator Philip, when
that...when we went to that order of business, at the request
of Senator Davidson, for the purpose of sending the Congress
a message, we were attempting to be courteous to our members.
And that joint resolution had to do with the Math and Science
Academy. Now if, indeed, we wish to deal with the Math and
Science Academy, we are perfectly prepared to do that, but
under Rule 38, this is a subject different from that under
consideration and it should not be...should not have been
submitted under color of an amendment. Now, if, indeed, he
wishes to deal with the Math/Science Academy, I'm perfectly
prepared to go there, but I am prepared also to rule that
that amendment 1is totally out of order, and if, indeed, you
wish to overturn the ruling of the Chair, let's have at it.
PRESIDENT:

Senator Philip,

SENATOR PHILIP;

Thank you, Mr. President. We...we know that we can't
overrule your ruling. I just want to say 1it's been a very
sensitive issue, it's an election year and we're talking
about pay raises., We want an opportunity to vote on the pay
raise.

PRESIDENT:

Well, 1I.,..I...I don't wish to debate from here., Senator
Demuzio, will you assume the Chair.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR DEMUZId)

Senator Rock.

SENATOR ROCK:

Allow me just to...just to ask you again, as I did last
week, close your eyes for a moment, who is the Compensation
Review Board? Are they aliens from the Third World? There

are three responsible individuals that you appointed and I
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know the three that I appointed are truly responsible, and
ought we not at least afford them the courtesy of telling the
world why they did what they did? That resolution has been
posted for next Wednesday morning at nine o'clock and the
chairman of the Compensation Review Board will be here as one
of our appointees, the General Assembly's appointees, and do
we not owe them at least the common courtesy, the common damn
courtesy to listen? To whom are we pandering? This group?
That group? I don't have to pander to them and I suggest
this Chamber will never pander to them as long as I'm stand—
ing here.
