It was John Mccrae, a soldier positioned in...who

penned in Flanders Field a poem as permanently associated

with the great war as the poppy is with the American Vet-

erans. His story is a tribute to him, to his nation and to

the ideals for which he died. This is his poem published in

punch December 8th, 1915. '

commerative poem, and so he did, updating a poem he had writ-

ten 1941 and called it ''Memorial Day.''

SENATOR GEO-KARIS:

Thank you, Senator Vadalabene, Senator Mitchler and

friends. Rear Admiral John F. Calhoun who is the commanding

officer of the Naval Recruit Training Command at Great Lakes,

Illinois, probably the greatest naval training base in the

country. He's a native of Springfield, Missouri and attended

the Missouri School of Mines before joining the Navy as a

naval aviation cadet in 1957. He was commissioned an ensiqn

and designated a naval aviator in October 1958. His first

assignment as a navigator was with Patrol Squadron 46 flying

P-5Ms and P-2V aircraft. Rear Admiral Calhoun's subsequent

assignments included flight instructed duty in Patrol Squad-

ron 3l, two years as a student at the United States Naval

Postgraduate School and a tour in USS Curatuck AV 7. In

1967, Rear Admiral Calhoun completed jet transition and re-
placement pilot training in the 84 Aircraft, it was. . .and was

assigned to Attack Squadron 55 completing two combat

deployments to Southeast Asia in the USS Hancock. His next

assignment was with Attack Squadron l74 for a transition to
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the 87 Aircraft. He served as a maintenance officer and

executive officer of VA-174 prior to assuming command of

Attack Squadron 12 on board the USS Independence in October

1973. 1975, Rear Admiral Calhoun was assigned to the

Office of the Chief of Naval Operations at the 87. . .program

coordinator, a position he held until July 1977 when he

assumed command of Attack Squadron 174. From March 1979

until November 1980, Rear Admiral Calhoun served as executive

officer of the aircraft carrier USS Independ/nce, and from
July 1981 until February 1983, he commanded the fast combat

support ship USS Detroit. Following command oj the USS

Detroit, he was assigned as executive assistant to the chief

of staff supreme allied commander Atlantic from March 1983

until April 1984. In July 1984, he assumed command of the

aircraft carrier USS Constellation and served as commanding

officer until selected for flag rank. . .in December 1985.

Rear Admiral Calhoun served as deputy director and director

of Strategy, Plans and Policy Division in the Office of the

Chief of Naval Operations from March 1986 until June 1987.

In July 1987, he assumed the duties of commander Naval Train-

ing Center, Great Lakes. Rear Admiral Calhoun has been

awarded the Legion of Merit, Distinguished Flying Cross,

Defense Meritorious Service Medal, Meritorious Service Medal,

Air Medal and the Navy Commendation Medal. He and his wife,

the former Claudia Schmel oi Pensacola, Florida, have a

daughter Catherine Anne. He's doin: a very fine job at Great

Lakes and I ask you al1 to help me welcome Admiral Calhoun to

our Navy Center...to...to our Senate rather.
