His older brother, of course,

is in the Air Porce. Joshua is in the eleventh grade: majoring in
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physics and French. We have also Ariel Weiss a sixteen-year-old

student who was born in Jerusalem, moved eo ehe Uniked Skates for

three yearsz and then back to Jerusalem where he has lived since

the age of four. He is studying history, English: physics and

math. With them is Counsul Moshe Pox, who is the representative

of the Israel Counsul General.
