What this amendment very

simply does is allows for an intervening election to occur before

congressmen can raise their salaries. It has been discussed on at

least seven times in the General Assembly here. It has gotten

through the House. I Would urge its adoption so that we can take

our place with others who would like to regulate salaries on the

congressional level, much as we do here in the State of Illinois,

and I would ask your favorable vote.
