PRESIDENT ROCK:

First Special Session of the Eighty-seventh General Assembly
will come to order. Reading of the Journal, Madam Secretary.
SECRETARY HAWKER:

Senate Journals of Tuesday, June 4, 1991, and Wednesday, June
5, 1991, from the First Special Session.

PRESIDENT ROCK:

Senator Hall.
SENATOR HALL:

Thank you, Mr. President and Ladies and Gentlemen of the
Senate. I move that the Journals just read by the Secretary be
approved, unless some Senator or -- has additions or corrections
to offer.

PRESIDENT ROCK:

You've heard the motion as placed by Senator Hall. Is there
any discussion? If not, all in favor, indicate by saying Aye. All
opposed. The Ayes have it. The motion carries, and 1it's so
ordered. Senator Hall.

SENATOR HALL:

Mr. President, I move that reading and approval of the
Journals of Thursday, June the 6th, in the year 1991, be
postponed, pending arrival of the printed Journals.

PRESIDENT ROCK:

You've heard the motion as placed by Senator Hall. Is there
any discussion?
