If someone is

too late reporting a vehicle stolen because they -- they -- they

didn't know, and perhaps they should have, this bill does not

apply. It only applies when they know that the vehicle is stolen.

So, it doesn't have anything to do with negligence or who you

should have hired. It only applies when the -- the repalr shop

knows that the vehlcle has been stolen, and then fails to report

it.
