 Senator Petka. 

SENATOR PETKA:   

 Thank you very much, Mr. President and Mr. Co-Chairman and 

Senator Hendon.  Very -- first of all, I very much appreciate 

the comments you just made, but I -- I think it -- it just bears 

repeating, remarks that I made in -- in the Executive Committee.  

I recognize that - and I’ve heard it numerous times - that there 

is a -- a new day in town, but I would hope that old courtesies 

that have been extended in the past will continue, as a matter 

of custom and tradition.  As you know, Mr. Chairman, a good-

faith, bona fide request was made to hold two nominees.  In the 

past, to the best of my knowledge, that has never been refused 

on a Member of -- of the Executive Committee.  I would sincerely 

hope that in the days and weeks as we work together in a 

partnership in filling the appointees of this new 

administration, that you would recognize that our requests are -

- are not made for the purpose of -- of harassing or annoying 

anyone but, again, simply bona fide, good-faith requests to have 

an opportunity to pass meaningful judgment on the individuals.  

As I indicated during my remarks in the Executive Committee, I 

had voted Present for -- for the -- as -- the reason that we had
