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Valley. What pronpted this legislation was the outbreak and the
reaction to the West Nile Virus, of which there were eight
hundred seventy-seven cases in Illinois, sixty-three deaths.
This bill canme from the House as a shell bill because the
original intent was to put all districts under the Cook County
Departnment of Health. However, as Senator Wendell Jones pointed

out, we should not punish those districts who conscientiously

carried out their responsibility. So, | appreciate an Aye vote.

the Evergreen Park-Qak Lawn area, the fact that cases there were
six times the rate of infection than the rest of the county.

And this was not coincidence. This was a result of inaction and
poor planning on the part of the two districts, and effective,

excel l ent response in the other two. The Des Plaines Valley, as
a mtter of fact, had the highest percentage of positive

nosquito abatenment pools, yet they had fewer cases than the

ot her districts. So, they did their job. The -- the Des
Plaines Valley did their job, and the Northwest did their job.
These other two did not. And -- and in -- and so that’s the

reason for the anendnent and the consolidation of the four
districts into the two.

Ckay. For the Menbers on this side of the aisle, the
original legislation called for folding all of this into the
Cook County Health Departnent, w thout referendum or anything;

abat enent s. It’s a bad idea. They really -- the Cty of
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Chi cago, and | have -- | have the greatest respect for the Cty
of Chicago, and | think you know that. The City of Chicago has
to get into the heart of the problem and the heart of the
problemis that region. That area is where they always have big
problens with their nmosquitoes. This is not going to solve it,
and it’s not going to solve the issue. And | think it’s going
to hurt the taxpayers out in the suburbs, because we' re going to
have to pick up the issue of nore enployees and nore equi pnment
and what have you. | would just ask this Bdy to look at this
i ssue, not vote for it now, and see what a better solution you

can cone up wWith to ease that Wst Nle Virus that we're now

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particular. The South (Cook) Msquito Abatenent District, where
my district is, had the highest nunber of cases anywhere in the
State of Illinois. The -- the response fromthe -- fromthe --

the adm nistration of that district has been very poor. This is

not a question of just losing faith. These are people who --
sonebody m ght say, “Wll, we should give them a second chance.”
We're tal king about an illness here that -- that clainmed |ots of
lives. W’'re talking about people who did not respond to
i nquiries. The -- Dr. WIlliam Paul from the Departnment of

Public Health said, to this day when he made inquiries into the
process as to what was done in the South (Cook) Mosquito
Abatenment District to alleviate this problem and this is a
guote, “We could not get a straight answer fromthemas to their

plans or their carry through. The story kept changing. There

was no docunentation of what they said they were doing.” So we
are not -- and as Senator Jones pointed out, we are not trying
to punish anybody. VWhat we’'re trying to do is put the

responsibility in the hands of people who have denonstrated they
are willing and have the ability to do the job.

Senator, | -- | have the wutnost synpathy for your
frustrations with the nosquito abatenment district that you live
in or that enconpasses nobst of your district and | have
absolutely nothing against a district next door going over and
hel ping ‘em But if we had four school districts near each
other and two were performng well on the |ISAT tests and two
were performng poorly, we would not nerge those schoo
di stricts. If we had four counties, tw of them running
excellent county governnents and two of them running poor
governnents, our solution would not be to nerge those counti es.
If we had four nunicipalities next to each other, two of them

doing well and two them doing poorly, our solution would not be

to nerge them | -- 1 think it’s entirely appropriate that
you're interested in -- in getting help from the Cook County
Departnment of Public Health, the Illinois -- the State
Departnment of -- I1llinois Departnent of Public Health, whatever

resources we need to help those two poor-performng nosquito
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abatenment districts get up to snuff. But to tell the taxpayers
and those people living in the -- the well-functioning nosquito
abatement districts, you ve just inherited, by force of
| egislature, area and a -- and a bureaucracy and probably union
contracts and other stuff that -- that they don't want. If this

is to be done, it needs to be done by referendum These are
property tax dollars and these are property taxpayers who voted
in these -- these districts. So, | have no problem with your
interest in inproving the performance of the two bad nosquito
abat ement districts. I just am terribly unconfortable with the
solution, and | think you re setting a precedent. You know, if
-- if you pass this then you better start thinking about

whet her, by legislative action, we can take townships that don’t

perform well and nerge ‘em with other townships or school
districts that don’t perform well and nerge ‘em wth other
school districts or whether we believe that |ocal control is

local control and if you form a Ilevel of governnment by
referendum you need to deal with it by referendum not because
we're in a hurry down here.

The -- in the case of the North Shore Msquito Abatenent
District, they actually declined to accept, in the mdst of the

West Nile Virus crisis, energency federal funds because it would
have required them to be audited. That -- that was shanef ul

It was -- that behavior was nothing short of shanmeful. The
sponsor has done an excellent job at crafting a responsible
conpromse that -- that makes possible those responsible
nosquito abatement districts to nerge and provide their
expertise, their technical expertise, as well as the additional
federal resources, which would becone available as a result of
this legislation. They may -- this legislation nakes that
possible. By making a synbolic -- a synbolic vote and voting No
because of some m sunderstanding over the tel ephone or because
M . Rauschenberger indicated that he didn't think it was our
purview to nerge wunits of local -- to dictate to |oca
governments what they should be doing in those jurisdictions, |
woul d venture to guess that the sanme argunent was not nmade when
| egi sl ation was passed to dictate how the Chicago public schools

should be run. The crisis was bad enough that there were those

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on the other side of the aisle who felt strongly about changing
the law to dictate how the City of Chicago should run its public
schools, and, in fact, | voted and am very proud to say that I
voted in support of that neasure, contrary to the overwhel m ng
majority of those on mnmy side of the aisle.

believe, this bill wuld have that the county would be
responsi ble for the areas -- continue to be responsible of the
areas under their jurisdiction, and, i ndeed, under this

legislation the county would take greater responsibility by
having representation on the respective boards. W cannot turn
our backs on those who ve been hurt by the Wst Nle Virus.
