time, but 1’ve only been here for five years. |’ve never seen
that happen, and | have to say that | believe this year the
process has been nore open than in the past. W have had a | ot
of time to ook at these initiatives, which is why we were able
to get the appropriations for special education and DD in this,
because we -- as you know, | have been working with -- trying to
work with suburban legislators to cone together and put pressure
on the Governor’'s Ofice to include this in the budget, and we
were able to do that. This is a critical conponent to education
fundi ng, especially in the suburbs. | did not know that there
were any potential dollars set aside for Menber initiatives. I
don’t know what that dollar anpunt is. | can’t say for sure
that that’s for Menber initiatives, but if you say that, you
know, you obviously have been doing the research on that. | was
under the assunption that those dollars were being brought
forward from both sides of the aisle, who had a backl og of
Menber initiatives that have been frozen. So, that’s ny answer
to that. But again, we can argue all day today, all into the
eveni ng and tonorrow, but the fact of the matter is, this budget

is -- 1s looking at and addressing sonme of the key issues that

In regards to the Police and the Chicago Fire, it
i ncreases the m nimum nonthly annuity for retirees who retire at
age fifty or over with twenty or nore years of credible {sic}
service or who retire due to termnation of their disability,
from eight fifty to nine fifty per nonth on 1/1/04 and to one
thousand fifty on one thousand -- | nean, on January 1st --
2005, and al so increases the mninmm w dow s annuity for anyone
entitled to such annuity for deceased police officers. Provides
that all initial annual automatic increase will occur in January
of the vyear of which they had otherwise taken effect.
Currently, the retirees of the Funds receive their initial
automatic annual increases on the first annuity paynent date
occurring after the third year or attainnment of age fifty-three.
It increases the mninmum widow s annuity from eight hundred to
nine hundred dollars for the Chicago Minicipal and Chicago

Laborers Pension Fund, from eight hundred to nine hundred, on

till March 1 of -- | nean, 2004. It allows anyone with service
credit in SERS, even if not a -- currently an active nenber, to
establish up to ten years of service credit for current or
former enployment wth the 1Illinois Sports Facility {sic}
(Facilities) Authority Board. Allows the Illinois Departnent of
Transportation sign hangers and sign hanger forenen, highway

construction supervisors and sil kscreen operators to be included

under the SERS -- alternative retirenment fornula. In the
Downst ate Teachers Pension Fund, it -- it states that a teacher
who, on any day in -- was enployed by a departnent on a regular
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and permanent basis for four or nore clock hours per day, four
days per week shall be considered to have been on a payroll
status, full-tinme teacher.

The Ty-Wal k issue depleted the
Fund, not only depleted the Fund but took four mllion dollars
out of GRF that we needed to underwite the cost in order to pay
off the producers and the clainmants. VWhat we have here is a
work in progress. | thank all the people that took part. W
have been working on this piece of legislation since the
beginning of this spring Session. W have held continuous and
countless neetings, trying to bring all the parties together to
give their point of view II'linois agriculture is a very
di verse industry. To try and bring everything together and to
cone to a consensus is a difficult task, but | conplinent the
partners and the participants in this that they did cone
forward, and we finally have a piece of legislation that we can
live wth. I think it’s a good piece of |egislation, addresses
many of the issues that we found in the Ty-Wal k bankruptcy.

The problem and where the hits to the Fund have
cone, when you have a fraudul ent operator who gets involved in
using the futures comodity market and begins fooling around
with hedge-to-arrive contracts and price later contracts and
gets on the wong side of the nmarket and then conpounds their
problem by trying to get out of the problemthat they’ ve created

Can you explain a little bit nore about the
oversight authority the Departnment of Agriculture will have now
and the reporting information that will cone to them so that

within thirty days, hopefully, they can stop an operation or a
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fraudul ent operator who is msusing bank funds, who is m susing
producer funds by issuing nultiple grain warehouse receipts to
secure credit for futures tradi ng?

So, on -- on line 17, “other leave that nay be
granted to the enployee except.” - and this is the things that
the enployee does not have to use up. In other words, an

enpl oyee can have all these things in their pocket, so to speak,
j am packed full, tinme that they have. And under your anendnent,
as you' re proposing, they wouldn’'t have to use this. They d be
able to go to the enployer now for twenty-four hours’ worth of
time, and these are the things that are off: They wouldn’'t have
to use their sick leave. And | sort of understand that. That

Enpl oyees nust give
seven days’ notice to their enployer, twenty-four hours in
energency situations. Enployees nust provide enployers wth
docunentation provided by the |ocal school admnistration that
such visitation occurred. This -- this legislation is to nake
sure that if parents have planned for a vacation tinme, they
don’t -- they shouldn’t be able -- to have to use their vacation
time to deal with school activities that they can actually use
on conpensation tine or other time that's allowed, which they
can actually work -- make up afterwards. W’re just saying that

-- famlies plan vacation during the sumer nonths, but during
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the school year, you're talking about -- you re talking about
al nrost nine nonths of school year that parents only are allowed
eight hours out of that time to go to a school conference or
work or go to a -- to a -- an activity that’s going on in the
school. That is not enough tine, especially the fact there’'s a
lot of single parents out there that depend on thenselves to
have to go and nmake sone tine to go to school to spend sone tine
with their kids. Ei ght hours is not enough and this just
changes that to twenty-four hours on increnents of four hours,
and | think that that is the best thing that we can do for
parents out there who don’t have any other resources. They have
to do -- have to go to the school for the kids thenselves, and I
think this is a great -- this is a great anmendnent that the
Governor has actually presented here.

Finally, this anends the
School Code as well to provide for the State Board of Education
to dissemnate information which would enable children -- the
parents of children to opt out from having their persona

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SENATOR WATSON:

Senator Jones, as you know, the
University of 1Illinois did a study concerning the |oss of
revenue to the local school district, to the community coll eges,
and | believe we have in here some |anguage that woul d enabl e
twenty mllion dollars to be nade available over six years to

t hose school districts and conmunity coll eges that are adversely

affected and that that -- beginning in the year 2002 -- the
t axabl e year 2002, and then it will be changed each year based
on the consuner price index. |Is that correct, Senator?

Senat or Jones.

SENATOR E. JONES:

You' re absolutely correct. That |anguage is in here and
that is the provision that was negotiated and just -- just --
just so that those persons in those school districts and those
school children do not [ose out. You' re right.

In -- in regard to
soundproofing for honmes and schools in the area, the O Hare
Noi se Conpatibility Conmm ssion has nmade a witten statenent that
woul d say that those hones and schools that are now affected by
the new runways m ght be expedited as far as the soundproofing
is concerned. 1Is that correct, Senator?

If this is something that you agreed to and you negoti ated
and they said it will be done, you're correct.

W' ve oftentinmes asked for an audit of the Chicago -- or,
of the O Hare Airport, and we understand that there is an annual
audi t. W would like that audit to be made available to the
Leaders of the General Assenbly within thirty days of the annual
audit’s report. Wuld you agree with that?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DEMJZI O

Senat or Jones.

SENATOR E. JONES:

Yes.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DEMJZI O

Senat or Wt son.

SENATOR WATSON:
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Well, thank you very nmuch, and we appreciate that. l--
want to just nmake a couple of coments here. First of all, |
appreciate the City of Chicago and the airline industry and
t hose that were interested in the expansion and the
noderni zation of O Hare Airport of sitting down and negotiating
with our task force on this side of the aisle. It was Bill
Pet erson who headed that task force up, and many of the people
who are inpacted by this |egislation, many of the Senators who
live in the area, sat down and negotiated what | think was a --
a reasonable request. The airlines and the City agreed to nuch
of what we’ve done. They’ ve tightened up the quick-take
provi sion, which many of us had sone nmmj or concerns about. They
made available the twenty mllion dollars over six years for the
| ocal school districts and community college districts. They
also gave wus the opportunity to get the conmtnent for
soundproofing for the hones and schools in the new areas that
are inpact ed. And the western access has been an issue that
many of us are -- in the area -- or, nmany -- nmany of the
| egislators, Senators in the area, have been concerned about a
long time, and we also appreciate the fact that they were able
to agree with us on those provisions. Is this a perfect
sol ution? It probably is not. But it is sonething that
obvi ously needs to be done. And what does it do? And | think
you had nmentioned earlier, Senator, about the econom c engine
and the -- and the inpact that this has, not only for the region
and the Chicago area; this is sonething, | think, that we have
to realize is a -- as a statew de concern. W have to be
conpetitive with Denver and Dallas-Fort Wrth and Atl anta. e
have to make sure that our airport - O Hare Airport - is -- is
kept at the same level as -- as all other airports who -- which
are noderni zi ng and expandi ng. And we want to nmke sure that
the flights are no |onger del ayed. And it is a 6.9-billion-

dol l ar project, which involves no State noney, no State dollars

what soever. As you referred to, a hundred and ninety thousand
jobs wll be generated as a result of this. So this is
sonething that isn't only just for the Cty of Chicago. It’s

not only for the region of Cook County and the collar county
areas. This is something that | think that is a concern to all

of us and it should be a concern to all of us throughout this
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St at e. So | rise in support, and I'mglad to add ny nane as a
sponsor to this |egislation, Senator. And | wish you well.
Hope everyone will join us in support.

SENATOR W JONES:

Thank you, M. President. This is a six-billion-dollar
plan but a future twenty-billion-dollar cost to the State of
[11inois. Airline ticket taxes pay Chicago' s share. I1linois
taxpayers will pay the rest. Who plans and pays for the off-
O Hare site infrastructure? |Is there a -- coordinated plan to
link the tollway and non-tollway traffic to western access? |If
this is OHare nodernization on Chicago property, why are we
ignoring eight Sections of Illinois statutes and giving Chicago
our State power? W are ignoring the followng State statutes:
The Archaeol ogical and Paleontol ogical (Resources) Protection
Act, the Human Skeletal Remains (Protection) Act, the Illinois

Muni ci pal Code, the Downstate Forest Preserve (District) Act,

the Vital Records Act, the Illinois Aeronautics Act, the Code of
Civil Procedures, and the Religious Freedom Restoration Act. |
believe it is special |egislation. | believe it violates the
equal protection clause. The litigation portion of this has

been noved to Cook County, while the quick-take is in DuPage
County. It destroys part of the largest industrial park in the
State of Illinois, in Elk Gove, and it interrupts the water
supply in Bensenville. Should we be concerned with security, or
should we be concerned with growh? Wth United Airlines now

bankrupt and Anerican Airlines teetering, we should be --

reevaluating the entire system Maybe, just maybe, we need
conpetition at OHare Field, instead of a duopoly of two
airlines who control everything. Two weeks ago we were
comm ssioners for the Illinois Conmerce Conm Ssion. This week
it’s apparent that we were -- that we are federal aeronautics
adm ni strators. Downstate needs permts to nodernize our
airports, but not Chicago. The FAA says the runways mnust be

forty-two hundred feet apart and the proposal says they are
fourteen hundred feet apart. Downst ate woul d have to conply.

Chi cago. We cannot tear up a neighboring town, but not Chicago.
W cannot nove a cenetery w thout State approval, but not

Chi cago. Chi cago, under this legislation, is a city/state bent

on controlling everything in Illinois. I’ m betting on Chicago

O is it Illiago? Atlanta, London, New York, LAX, John Wayne
and Mdway all - now listen to this, this is -- this is great
stuff - and you ought to | earn sonmething about this. Listen to

this information. They all have fewer acres of land than O Hare
currently has. LaGuardia has six hundred eighty acres. Newar k
I nternational, two thousand twenty-seven acres.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DEMJZI O

Senat or Jones, can you bring your remarks to a cl ose?
SENATOR W JONES:

John F. Kennedy, four thousand nine hundred and thirty
acres, and Hartsfield, which ties us every year for the npst
busy airport, has three thousand seven hundred fifty acres. Elk
Grove and Bensenville get nothing out of this. Qur school
districts maybe will get twenty mllion. This is David and
Goliath, Ladies and Gentlenen, but this tinme David doesn't even

have a slingshot. A week ago we had a hearing on O Hare

noder ni zati on, not expansion. Expansi on means grow or get
| arger. Moder ni zati on neans getting better. This bill is
better than it was two weeks ago. It is still flawed in many
ways. It is a one-way flight with one-sided mght. It has the

SENATOR D. SULLI VAN
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Thank you, M. President, Ladies and Gentlenen of the
Senate. | do find it ironic that we’'re dealing wth another
Chicago airport issue in the mddle of the night. This is what
we're talking about. This is the O Hare plan. This is where
the quick-take is. This 1is where they're going to take
ceneteries and hones and bul | doze them over to add a new, bigger
airport. | do actually have sonething positive to say, though
| want to conplinent Senator Watson and Mayor Daley for
negotiating this bill, as Senator Jones pointed out, to nake it
better. It’s still not a good bill, but they cane together,
they worked together. Mayor Daley made his staff very avail able
to us, and we appreciate that. This bill is still not good, but
they negotiated. They listened to us. Last year, | sponsored
a resolution this Senate voted out and we got real, factua
information out of the University of Illinois on how we can
hel p, particularly, the schools, but the other taxing districts.
And the Gty of Chicago, under Myor Daley’'s |eadership,
listened to that and we now have at |east sone noney in this
| egislation to protect those schools, to protect those taxing
bodi es, nobst inportantly to protect those kids' education. So
they will get sone noney for the noney that they are going to
lose. W also limted the quick-take. When this first cane to

us, this was really bad. This quick-take, | believe, would have
taken -- could have taken ny hone and many, many other hones in
t he area. W limted it, | believe, by shrinking it eighty

acres to really just what Chicago says that they needed to have
on this. So, it’s better. W -- we kept it east of York Road,
which in ny district is very inportant that we don't just
conpletely bulldoze that area in Elk Gove Village that has
t housands of jobs. So we do appreciate that the bill is better,

but there are many reasons to vote against this. The cenetery

qui ck-take language is just plain and sinply not good. Wwe
shoul d not be quick-taking cenetery |and. | hope none of you
have famly nenbers buried there, or they're -- those bodies are
going to be dug up and put sonewhere else. | have always said

in ny district that we need to keep O Hare Airport strong. W
have to. It is the economi c engine of ny area and of the entire
Chi cago ar ea. W do appreciate its value. But with this

|l egislation, we’'re going from nine hundred thousand flights in
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and out of O Hare every year to at least 1.6 mllion. That’s
al nrost doubling a great place. That's -- that’'s a big step. W

shouldn’t be doing this in the mddl e of the night, but we are.
1.6 mllion flights brings up huge environmental questions that
| don’t believe we have all the answers to. It brings up huge
safety concerns that we do not have the answers to. This should
not be done this quickly, in this manner. Thi s quick-take
precedent is unprecedented. For the City of Chicago to be able
to come into Des Plaines, Bensenville and Elk Gove Village and
just quick-take this land and get back to those owners |ater
when they feel like it about what we’'re going to pay you and --
and probably go to court, there’'s just nmany reasons to be
agai nst this. I could go on for a long tinme, but two other
qui ck points. This -- this passes, Meigs Field is dead. | think
Meigs Field is dead already. But Meigs Field is dead and
Peotone is on life support. | ask for a No vote.

SENATOR HENDON

Thank you, M. President. You know, it is very refreshing
to see the Mnority Leader stand up and support the President,

and it would be great to see sone of his Menbers stick with the

Leader and vote with your Leader on this issue. It’s not a
perfect bill. Senator Sullivan has pointed that out. Sone of
us would have preferred if your house was still in there and

maybe we could get you to nove to another district, but that
won’t change my mind on the bill. | hope that the flight is not
cancel ed. | want to praise President Jones for his patience
with us and with changing and tweaking this legislation to make
it a-- a-- abit better.

SENATOR S| EBEN

Thank you very nmuch, M. President, Ladies and Gentl enmen of
the Senate. | think, as Senator Sullivan has already indicated,
it’s unfortunate that we’'re dealing with another airport issue
in the mddle of the night. On behalf of ny friends in the
general aviation comunity, fellow pilots, nenbers of the
Aircraft Owmers and Pilots Association, Friends of Migs Field,
and general aviation in general, | would be remss if | didn't
express the disappointnent that there’s nothing been done in
this legislation to honor the agreenent that was nmade two years
ago between Mayor Daley and forner Governor Ryan as -- as
relates to the continued operation of Meigs Field. Express that
di sappoi ntnent. And because there’s no nention in this bill of
honoring that agreenent or that conmtnent, Migs Field
apparently is dead, which is unfortunate to many people. This
was a viable airport, inportant to general aviation, to

SENATOR SODEN

Thank you, M. President. To the sponsors of the bill, |
want to approach this froma different aspect, the human aspect.
How can we justify taking this bill -- passing this bill and
we’ve had many bills on affordable housing? This bill, if
passed, would denolish approximately six hundred hones in
Bensenville. And it talks about to make way for nodernization
of OHare Airport. There's a |lot of Hi spanic businesses. Most
of these people are Hispanic and they’'re trying to achieve --
they worked hard to achieve the Anmerican dream of owning a hone
and raising their children so that they can play in backyards
instead of streets. The City of Chicago clains they would give
them fair market val ue. Bi g deal . Sure, they’'re going to give
t hese people, you know, fair market value and they're going to
give them sone additional noney for relocation. Well, where do
these people go? \Were do these people go, is the question.
You can give them noney, but where do they nove to? Think about

three thousand people. Young children, famlies. As | stated,
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people who worked hard to buy this honme and figured that this
was the place that they were going to live and be happy and

raise their children, go to a good school. But this is not
going to happen. W talk about |obs. Sure, during
construction, there Il be jobs. But what happens after the

construction is finished? Everybody goes. You got two airlines
that are alnost in bankruptcy |aying people off. Let nme ask
you, would you -- if you were in business, would you build a
plant that was losing mllions of dollars a year and put an
addition on it? | don’t think so. | ask you, from the human
aspect, please do not destroy these hones and these people’s
future. Thank you.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DEMJZI O)

SENATOR PETERSON:

Thank you, M. President. To the bill: This bill was
negotiated in good faith by all parties concerned. | would like
to conmend the City of Chicago, their representatives, who were
al ways available to give wus information and take back our
positions as we negotiated the various aspects of this bill.
The O Hare nodernization plan is vital to the -- as -- as vital
to the suburbs as it is to the Gty of Chicago. Thousands of

construction jobs are going to be created, as well as many
per manent positions that probably will be equal to the nunber of
construction positions. It’s a bill that’'s certainly vital to

all of us in Cook County and the surrounding areas, and | urge
an Aye vote on House Bill 721.

SENATOR LAUZEN:

Thank you, M. President. You know, Ladies and Gentl enen
of the Senate, tonight we're being asked to trust the sane
entrenched political power that took the unfortunate action of
carving Xs on Meigs Field at about the sanme tine in the mddle
of the night. Many of us are for nodernization and even caref ul
expansi on, but we are being asked to trust that a cenetery wll
be noved in an appropriate way, that Chicago will open the books
of OHare at |east, maybe not Mdway, after three years of

fighting it - and during an era of Enron, WrldCom and the
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dem se of Arthur Andersen, | think that this is too little, too
late - that the western access surface plan soneday is going to
be all right. O how are we going to pay for it with airlines
that have already withdrawn their offer to build termnals at
O Hare? They' re now on the hook, if I’mnot m staken, for about
half the cost of this project wth, as it’'s been nentioned,
United Airlines already filed in bankruptcy, American Airlines
teetering on the edge. And | do hope that they -- they nake it
t hrough these troubled tinmes, but they' re teetering on the edge.
This is sonewhere between a six- and a twenty-billion-dollar
plan -- financial plan that nobody’'s really seen. W' re being
asked to give a financial and public authority blank check,
which many will regret tonorrow, a year from now and five years
fromnow | urge a No vote.

SENATOR HALVORSON

Thank you, M. President, Menbers of the Senate. | don’t
want to -- go on about a bill and talk about the sanme things
that have been, but | represent the area of the south suburban
ai rport. And | think nobody’s talked about -- when you talk

about the human side, nobody’s tal ked about the people that have
been hel d hostage over the years because one day you' re going to
build an airport, then the next day there's no nention. There
was an agreenent. |’m very disappointed in the fact that we
aren’t taking a look at this as a regional transportation issue.
There are places all over the State that we need to work on, not
just O Hare, and now it -- 1it’s not even being considered
anynmore. And nobody could even answer the fact that if we build
and reconfigured O Hare, which |I am not opposed to, because |
know we need the econom c engines. W need the econom c engi nes
in alot of parts of the State. But we cannot forget about the
commi tment that has been made or about the poor people who have
been held hostage, whose land is being taken away and naybe
never have the opportunity to build that south suburban airport.
So | want to encourage everybody to renenber that we need to do
something on a regional basis, not just for one area of this
State. And | plan to vote No

SENATOR WQJCI K

Thank you, M. President. |’m happy to follow the previous
speaker, because that’s what | was going to speak to, the
commi t ment . In 2001, Mayor Daley announced their agreenent
regardi ng expansion of O Hare International Airport. It was the

Ryan- Dal ey agreenent, and this is what they agreed to: Fl i ght
caps at 1.1 mllion annually; construction of Peotone Airport;
extend operation of Meigs Airport until 2026 or the General
Assenbly can close airport after 2006; western access to include
construction of a termnal, runway and a bypass road;
soundproofing for inpacted homes and schools, which is going to

happen and that is agreed to now, but also wutilizing the

Rockford Airport as a reliever airport. My main concern is the
western access. If anybody travels those roads -- if you go
down York Road, it’s known as “truck city”. You're -- there is

no way that you' re going to be able to get into that western
access, unless you enhance the O Hare Expressway and you do the
circle route, if I may say that, and you have the extension to
290 and you open Lee Street. That was agreed to. That’s where
we were. | would have no problem if that would be happening
t oday. But because that’s not happening and ny concern is the
congestion in that area, | would have to vote No.

Well, the -- the sponsor has a right to close, but | nean
you're going to be next to |ast.
SENATOR DEL VALLE:

Okay. Well, that’s what | thought. | just want to, first
of all, thank Senator Soden for his expressions of concern
regarding the Hi spanic popul ation and Hi spanic honmeowners in --
in Bensenville. From the very beginning, | said to the City
folks that | was concerned about the disproportionate inpact on
-- on Latinos, not only in Bensenville, the honeowners in

Bensenville, but also the many who work in those industrial
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parks in those manufacturing plants. They are overrepresented
in the manufacturing sector, and so the inpact will be both in

terms of the |oss of homes and the loss or relocation of jobs.

If those jobs go to Elgin or they go soneplace else, well, they
won’'t be too far away, but it’ll nake it nore difficult for
people to -- to get there. W' re certainly hoping that they
don't -- don't l|leave -- |eave the State. And in discussing
these concerns with -- with the Cty, | was assured that there
will be extra efforts made to make sure that those individuals

who want to stay in Bensenville are not only given the fair
mar ket value for -- for their honme and -- and the relocation
expenses, but there’'ll also be additional assistance provided
for those who identify properties within Bensenville that my
not be within the reach of whatever the conpensati on adds up to.
And we’'re going to be watching very carefully to nake sure that
t hat happens. |In addition to that, we have the comm tnent of --
of Senator Harnmon and -- and the Representatives in the House
that they are going to personally be involved in |[|ending
assi stance and advice to -- to these honmeowners. It’s inportant
also for us to note that again, once again, the argunent on jobs
is being made here. Yes, it wll produce jobs, but | hope that
sone of those jobs are going to go to sone of those famlies
that are being affected, that are being displaced in ternms of

their homes and in ternms of their current manufacturing jobs.

And one last thing. | want to once again send ny usual nessage
to the construction industry, to the building trades, to the
unions, that once again, people like ne vote for these big
projects and then | | ook at what happens afterwards, and usually
| am not totally satisfied because the jobs that have been
prom sed -- that are promsed don't fully materialize. | hope
that it will be different this tine. And that’s why | want to
commend Senator Hendon for the anendnent that he attached to
this bill, and | guarantee you that there will be nore people
watching this project than ever before.
