That'’s
why, in fact, there’s a nore controversial mneasure that was
defeated over in the House earlier this year. This one is not
controversial in that the Myor’'s Ofice has said, “W don't

want to give special licenses anynore because of the E2 --
ni ghtclub disaster.”
