To this date, the Secretary of State has not pronulgated the
rules to inplenment the universal charitable plates in the State
of Illinois, and that is a reason that certain Menbers of both
t he House and the Senate, from the day that becane |aw, has not
voted to create new specialty plates. The law exists on the
books and we only need the Secretary of State to pronulgate the
rules to inplenent it. So, as opposed to perhaps a strategy,
great deal of effort, energy and tinme created this sumer to
figure out how to solve the problem inplenent the |aw that
exi sts today.
