It creates a
mllion-dollar policy for Iliability insurance for anyone who
purchase -- purchases these fireworks. Qovi ously, that just
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drives up the total sale of the fireworks. No one’s going to
purchase this type of -- of coverage to have a backyard displ ay
in these three counties. So, basically that’'s all it does.
W're -- the fireworks industry obviously is very supportive of
this, and it does not - it does not - expand the sale of
fireworks in Illinois.

connection with this bill. You know, | -- 1 had introduced

legislation earlier to expand the sale of fireworks in order to

be able to -- to get the revenues, because we’'re shooting ‘em
off all over this State anyway. But this bill does not expand
fireworks in the State of Illinois. All it does is in effect
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say that the backyard cones that you shoot in your backyard,
which are sold in -- in many cases even in counties where
they’re not legal, that you don’'t have to have a mllion dollars
in insurance to do that. And also, the problemwth this bill,
Senator Link had -- had brought this forward and it’s something
that got by him it was never part of the -- the original bill,
but it ended up in there.

W -- we have not
had any problens in Sanganon County, and all -- all we' re doing

here is allowing a hone owner who mght want to get a permt
from the county clerk, to shoot fireworks in their backyard.
What has occurred after the passage of the legislation, it’s
increased the requirenent of liability to one mllion dollars.
Now the problem with that is nost hone owner insurers will not
provide that kind of liability coverage.

stated by Leader Watson, that at the tinme we wanted to correct a
severe problem and | think we did correct a severe problem
And, as always when we correct a severe problem there are
soneti nes consequences that happen. And | -- and | also want to
echo ny coll eague Senator Hal vorson, that there are things that
happen in -- in situations. W have illegal fireworks in the
State of Illinois and -- and | wsh we could stop illegal
fireworks from ever coming in this State, in any form in any
shape, in any way. It -- it’'s very unfortunate, | had a friend
when | was a child get killed fromillegal fireworks and | wll
al ways renenber that.

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I[1linois. Now, gestational surrogacy neans the process by which
a wonman attenpts to carry and give birth to a child created
through an in vitro fertilization in which at |east one of the
i ntended parents and to which the gestational surrogate has made
no genetic contribution. So that’s what gestational surrogacy
is, and we set up a statute that allows for this process to be
protected through a gestational surrogacy contract. And one of
the benefits of this was we wanted to nmake it clear under the
II'linois Parentage Act that after the baby' s born that it’s the
i ntended parents who are the parents and have the legal rights
and obligations. Now, the -- the -- the Illinois Parentage Act
establishes that ©parent/child relationship, but anmong the
requirenents in the Illinois Parentage Act is that a physician

must certify that the child is the biological child of intended

not her and intended father. But as | described, you can have a
situation where the -- a ganete - a ganete is either a sperm or
an egg - it doesn't have to be from both the intended parents.
Okay? It could be -- it could be one ganete fromone of the two

i ntended parents. So really this is just a technical change by
allowing for at l|east one of the intended parents be covered by
the Illinois Parentage Act. So, again, it’s really technical.
It was a very good bill. W spent a lot of tinme in the Judiciary
Committee going through this with -- when we first passed the
underlying bill. Representative Qurrie brought to ny attention
the fact that we had failed to anmend the Parentage Act the way
we -- the way we should have the first tine. And so for that
reason, | ask you to vote for this bill.

parents contributed. Since that may not be the case, we have a
problem there where it’s not certain as to the fact that these
intended parents are really the parents. And that’s why we’'re
trying to correct it.

It deals with sonme of our nore urgent needs that we need
to address as a consequence of granting authorization for
spending. In particular, it asks for 3.4 mllion dollars for --
| EMA, fifty-five thousand which will be a reinbursenment -- wll
be reinmbursed for the efforts and the work that we did on behalf
of the people of Florida in their hurricane, dealing with their
hurri cane issues. The other 1.8 mllion dollars will be used
for honel and security training, and one mllion five hundred for
comuni cations -- federal funds for comunication vehicle
pur chases. It also has in this budget fifteen mllion dollars
of other State funds which will go to DHS for the Access to
Recovery Program The Departnent’s requesting this appropriation
authority to obtain these federal funds which wll go
specifically to the Al coholism and — and Substance Abuse Fund.
In addition, this gives expenditure authority for the hospita
settlenent dollars which will be coming in, and that’Il be an
appropriation of 1.8 billion dollars. These dollars, again, were
subsequently | apsed when the federal governnment did not approve
the program waiver during Illinois’ fiscal year of '04. Those
dollars are -- again, the authorization.. M. Chairman, can --
get attention?

their training and vehicles to go with it. That is 5.6 mllion
dollars. It has been estimated that the annualized cost will be
four and a half mllion dollars. | SBC {sic} (ISBE) will be
getting one mllion eight hundred and forty thousand dollars for
consolidating, the district costs, as well as tenporary
rel ocati on expenses. Chicago State University wll be --

That’ s Lava, |
guess. But -- however, the United States governnent, through
Attorney General Ashcroft, has not given a -- a definitive

opinion. This is the State Board's reasonabl e anticipation that

we wll |lose State dollars. However, there’'s a contrary opinion
on the local county clerks and |ocal boards. The -- the -- the
proposal that's in this bill has not been specifically ruled out

by the United States Attorney Ceneral’s Ofice, and we would
like to make this a part of Illinois law to establish the

Senat or, can you explain what a cooperative high school is?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)

Yeah. A cooperative high school is established between
distinct high school districts that are contiguous. They can
join together in an agreenent and wth certain enroll nent
limts, which I'd be glad to discuss if you want to know those
enrollment limts. They can cone together and form a
cooperative, which is not a consolidation, but it is a way of
addressing -- a way of delivering, let’s say, high school
services at high school in a nore efficient, cost-efficient way,
particul arly anong sone rural school districts.

SENATOR J. SULLI VAN

So, why form a cooperative district as opposed to a
consolidated district? What’'s the advant age/ di sadvant age?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)

Senat or W nkel .

SENATOR W NKEL.:

Well, if your experience is as mne, particularly in rura
school districts, there’'s obviously a great deal of community
pride in having a school district remain intact wthin a

community. There’'s a strong sentinent. | know in years past,
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we’ ve changed the |aw concerning consolidation which maybe has
| asted a few nonths before we repealed that |aw because there's
a strong conmunity sentinent to keep a school district intact.
What we have found over the years, that instead is a |ot of the
school districts have ventured into cooperatives, for instance,
in athletic activities and have found that those athletic

activities, that that sort of cooperative has worked very well.

VWhile we may still not be to the stage with these districts that
they’'re wlling to actually go the ultimate consolidation, they
are willing to go so far as to explore the ability to act on a
cooperative basis. Cooperatives are already allowed in the
School Code. They are in our -- our laws. They're statutorily

okayed. W can do them \Wat we’'re suggesting here then, is we
can actually achi eve cooperatives and nove on perhaps eventually
sonme day to consolidation, but the thing that’s inhibiting that
process is they do not have access to the school construction
grant program and this would address that problem

SENATOR MALONEY:

Thank you, M. President. A question of the sponsor.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER. ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)

Senator, the -- I'’m just trying to understand the concept
of cooperative. Does -- does the -- will they maintain separate

You re tal king about
how many hi gh schools, and how many school districts are going
to be involved in this cooperative effort?

Senat or W nkel .

SENATOR W NKEL.:
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It depends. They have to be contiguous. |In our case, we're
tal king about three school districts in Vermlion County -
Catlin, Gakwood, Jamaica. These are very snall districts.
They’'re not able to convince the people locally at this tinme, at
this stage, to consolidate, but they do want to actively | ook at
a cooperative effort. And ultimately, | -- | believe the goal
is, if it -- if it wrks in this cooperative basis, that
ultimately they woul d consol i date sone day.

House Bill 599, from last spring, allowed
firefighters to receive annuities from nultiple downstate fire
pension systens, and it also allowed surviving spouses to
receive a survivor’s annuity based on the annuity of the
deceased firefighter rather than on his or her final salary
House Bill 599 contained drafting errors in the provisions
regardi ng the repaynent of refunds in order to establish service
credit in rmultiple funds. In addition, in the provisions
concerning the new surviving spouse benefit, the bill omtted

the surviving spouses of both the deferred annuitants and those

receiving disability pensions. This bill corrects all of these
onm ssi ons. Again, this is just a clean-up bill. To ny

It urges the U S. Congress
and the federal executive branch to support federal House
Resolution 5061 in an effort to end human rights abuses
occurring in the Sudan. House Resolution 5061 is a bipartisan
bill currently wunder consideration in the 108th Congress to
provi de assistance for the current crisis in the Dafur region of
t he Sudan. This |egislation, known as the Conprehensive Peace
in Sudan Act, was sponsored by Republican Representative Tom
Tancredo of Col orado and received unani nbus support, bipartisan
support, in the House with a vote of 412 to 3. As you know, |
don’t know if you’ ve been followng the -- the nedia coverage of
this issue, but the Dafur region of the western Sudan is site of
the 21st century’s first great episode of genocidal destruction.

President Bush, the U S. Congress and Secretary of State Colin
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Powel | have all deened the Sudanese governnent as genocidal
Wthin the last twenty-one nonths of -- nonths of violence,

there has been the wholesale destruction of villages, water
sources, food and seed stocks and other precious resources.
This terror has neant the mass execution of African nmen and boys
and the systematic use of rape as a weapon of war. Those who
have fled the violent attacks, primarily wonmen and young
children, are dying from starvation and disease. Up to one
t housand are dying each day. |'mopen for any questions.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER.  ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)

s there any discussion? Any discussion? |[If not, Senator
Collins noves the adoption of Senate Resolution 717. Al those
in favor will say Aye. Opposed, Nay. The Ayes have it. The
resolution is adopted. Senat or Geo-Karis, for what purpose do
you rise?

SENATOR GEO KARI S:

M. President and Ladies and Gentlenen of the Senate, |
woul d Iike to know how nuch |onger we’'re going to be in Session
t oday.

The nmotion is sinply an anendnent, and what the anmendnent
does is it gives the clerk’s office the opportunity that
individuals who are registered within the fourteen-day grace
period, the clerk’s office designates the registration place and
whether or not the registration will take place by mil-in or
whet her or not the individual can vote absent ee.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)
Is there any di scussion? Senator Wendell Jones.
SENATOR W JONES:
Yes. Thank you, M. President. W had a partisan roll cal

on this in commttee. It passed 6 to 4, but there are sone of
us who feel that a -- that the current law, which is twenty-
eight days, is sufficient. If people want to vote, the next
el ection, |I’m announcing right now, is in March. So, if -- if

they want to vote, they ve got plenty of tinme to go register.
Then there will be one in April and then there’ |l be another
one, you know, in Novenber of 2005, and then there’s another one
in Novenber of 2006. So there's plenty of time to go vote. |If
you run it down to fourteen days before the election, it -- it
kind of gives the officials that Senator Haine was talking
about, it kind of puts ‘em under the gun because they have to
turn all this information around, they have to get it in the
bi nder, they have to send it out to the election officials.
Those of you that have -- have been in an election |ocation al

day long, you know how hard these people work. They have to get
people in the binder. There's a lot of information that has to
be turned around in fourteen days. Even though we have
conputers, if a lot of people register, it inundates our elected
officials, and we think that the current |aw of twenty-eight
days, in this case twenty-eight days and twelve nonths or six
nmonths to register to vote, is plenty. Now, ny good coll eague
fromChicago will tell you that there’s sone states that et you
register to vote on the day of the election. Ladi es and
Gentlenmen, we are playing around with our right to vote here,

and there needs to be sonme rules and sonme logic behind it so we
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get people registered to vote, so we know where they live, we
can get ‘em on the rolls to vote. And we think twenty-eight
days, which the current |aw says, is enough, and fourteen days
is just too soon to turn around all that data. |  would
appreciate a No vote. Thank you.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)

Senat or Meeks.
SENATOR MEEKS:

.much -- thank you so nuch, Senator Jones. Actually, this
el ection cycle, the registration would have cut off -- it did
cut off on the -- Cctober the 5th, which nmeans that the deadline
to register actually canme before the second Presidential debate,
which neans that if they' re using debates for individuals to
make up their mnd, the debate actually would have -- any
i ndi vi dual who woul d have decided as a result of the debate that
they wanted to change their mnd or their vote, they wouldn’t
have had the opportunity to do so. There are six -- there are
six states that have sanme-day registration and fifteen states,
including California, they have fourteen. And | think vyou
m sspoke, Senator, because the individual under this bill who
registers, they're actually registering in their particular --
they don't have to send information out because they're
registering right there on the spot. And so, they're registering
with the county clerk and so the county clerk does not have to
send the information back to hinself or back to herself.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DEL VALLE)

Senat or Wendel | Jones.
SENATOR W JONES:

Yes. The -- it’s an interesting coment that you should
make about the debates because Bush didn't win a debate till the
third one. And so -- you know, you don’'t have to -- you don’t

have to wait to register to vote to make up your mnd who to
vote for for President. You could register to vote three or
four nonths before the debates, and you could even wait until
el ection day to nmake up your mnd. This is about registering to
vote, and I'm telling you, there are elections comng up.
Everybody within the sound of ny voice, there are elections
coming up in the future. This takes it down to fourteen days.

Pretty soon it’s going to be fourteen m nutes. Pretty soon
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you' re going to have to vote at McDonald’ s in the drive-through
This -- this makes no sense.

verify it. Al we're trying to do is verify who is registered
to vote. Now, this nmay be a foreign concept in Chicago because
we know ceneteries vote in Chicago, but we don't -- we don't
want to go down that road in the rest of the State. Thank you.
