And I want to thank the Chicago Laborers, Senator Iris
Martinez, Senator Pam Althoff, and Chairman Forby, in addition
to the TIllinois Chamber and the Illinois Municipal League, for
their willingness to work together to make this an agreed bill.

Labor and business working together is definitely in the best

SENATOR SULLIVAN:

Thank vyou, Mr. President, Members of the Senate. I
apologize for that confusion. Amendment 3 did -- does become
the bill. And several years ago, we created a fund that would

allow an individual that purchased a car, 1if they were not
treated fairly 1in that transaction, money could be used from
that fund to address their financial needs. What this change
and what the bill -- this bill does 1is it -- it sets up a
graduated fee that an automobile dealer pays into that fund
based on the number of cars that they sell. So the fewer cars
they sell, the less the fee. It's graduated up to a maximum of
five hundred dollars. I know of no opposition to the -- to the
legislation. 1I'll be more than happy to answer any questions.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR CLAYBORNE)
Is there any discussion? Senator Rezin.

SENATOR REZIN:

Thank -- thank vyou, Mr. President. Question for the
sponsor.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR CLAYBORNE)

Sponsor indicates he will yield, Senator Rezin.
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SENATOR REZIN:

Yes, Senator, you testified in committee that this actually
was a —-- a fee decrease. Is that correct?
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR CLAYBORNE)

Senator Sullivan.

SENATOR SULLIVAN:

Yes, that is correct. So, currently, all dealers have to
pay a five hundred dollar fee. Some of the smaller dealers
thought that was too steep, so what we've done is we - as I
mentioned earlier - we've graduated it. So a dealer that sells

less than twenty-five vehicles, they actually would pay zero -
no fee. If they sold between twenty-five and two hundred
vehicles, they would pay a hundred and fifty dollars. From --
let's see, from twenty-five to two hundred was a hundred and
fifty. From two hundred wvehicles to three hundred wvehicles,
it's three hundred dollars. And over three hundred dollars
{sic}, then they would pay the five hundred. So, the fee has
stayed the same for the larger dealers; it's been decreased for
the smaller dealers.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR CLAYBORNE)

Senator Rezin.

SENATOR REZIN:

To the bill: Again, I appreciate the sponsor's work on
this. This is a fee decrease. And I ask for an Aye vote.
PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR CLAYBORNE)

Seeing no further discussion, the question is, shall House

Bill 2773 pass. All those in favor will vote Aye. Opposed,
Nay. The voting is open. Have all voted who wish? Have all
voted who wish? Have all voted who wish? Take the record.

House Bill 2773, having received -- received the required
constitutional majority, 1is declared passed. Senator Dillard,
for what purpose do you seek recognition?

There is a young lady from Springfield, Sarah
Lindsay - many of you may know her mother, Jackie Lindsay, who
worked for our former colleague, Senator Dave Sullivan - she's a
member of the Central Illinois Diamondstorm Softball Team, which
is going to travel to Oklahoma City 1in the next few days to
compete concurrently with the -- in the O0Oklahoma Challenge,
concurrently running with the College World Series. And while
they are there, these young women are going to take and carry a
donation to the American Red Cross in Moore, Oklahoma, for
tornado relief. If anybody is so inclined, I have an envelope
for the American Red Cross here that will be carried by these
fine young ladies' softball team from central Illinois to Moore,
Oklahoma, in the next couple of days. Just stop on by my desk.
And let's not forget those folks this Memorial Day weekend when
they're cleaning up the tragedy that occurred there. Thank vyou,
Mr. President.

PRESIDING OFFICER: (SENATOR CLAYBORNE)
Senator Rose, for what purpose do you seek recognition?

SENATOR ROSE:
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Point of personal privilege, if I may.
